Until the first half of the 20th Century, adults spent most of their lives working and caring for family.  However from the 1950’s on, a fundamental change began to emerge.  For the first time in history a combination of compulsory retirement, pensions, and increased longevity resulted in the greater majority of older people in industrialised countries experiencing many healthy, active and potentially self-fulfillng years.  This period has gained the nickname “The Third Age”.

Older adult education aids older people to increase their self-reliance and independence, cope with problems, strengthen their contribution to society, increase their self-awareness and helps them to express themselves.  Older adult education is the fastest growing branch of adult education in post-industrial countries world-wide, and U3A is part of this.  It is a global success story, with groups in the United States, United Kingdom, Australia, France, the Netherlands and Canada, to name but a few.  There are active U3A groups throughout New Zealand.
